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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report provides information on all 4,404
children under 16 years admitted to paediatric
intensive care in the United Kingdom and the
Republic of Ireland, between 1 January 2012 and
31 December 2014, whose usual place of
residence is Scotland.

e The majority of Scottish children were
treated in paediatric intensive care units
within  Scotland with nearly 69% of
admissions to Glasgow, 29% to Edingburgh
and just over 2% to PICUS outside of the
country.

e Over half of admissions were classified as
due to either a cardiovascular (19%) or
respiratory (28%) diagnosis.

e  Half of admissions were ‘planned - following
surgery’.

Age specific prevalence was 158 (95%Cl:
154-163) admissions per 100,000 children
annually for children whose usual place of
residence is Scotland between 2012 and
2014.

25,386 bed days were provided for Scottish
children treated in paediatric intensive care,
nearly half were provided for children under
one year of age.

Crude mortality for Scottish children treated
in paediatric intensive care was 2.0%,
compared with 3.7% in the UK and the
Republic of Ireland from 2012-2014.
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DATA INCLUDED

This report is based on children admitted to
paediatric intensive care units in the United
Kingdom or Scotland whose usual place of
residence is Scotland.

The data are presented for the three year period
January 2012 — December 2014. All data are
based on admissions aged 0 — 15 years unless
clearly stated otherwise.

This report should be read in conjunction with
the National Report of the Paediatric Intensive
Care Audit Network National Report January
2012 - December 2014 (published November
2015: Universities of Leeds and Leicester.), which
may be accessed at www.picanet.org.uk.

ADMISSIONS BY PRIMARY DIAGNOSTIC GROUP

The primary reason for admission has been
categorised into 13 diagnostic groups to enable a
simple comparison between organisations. The
classification is based on CT3 (The Read Codes).
The groups are mutually exclusive:

. Infection excludes any respiratory or
gastrointestinal infection but includes meningitis.

. Neurological disorders include

neurovascular complications.

e Oncology includes neuro-oncology (brain
tumours).

e Other includes those diagnoses not covered
by the other 12 groups.

Read codes are five characters in length and can
be made up of numbers, letters, or periods. The
ordering of the individual characters does not
indicate the hierarchy (e.g. patent ductus
arteriosus (P70..) is a subset of congenital
abnormality of ductus arteriosus (Xa6aC)).

ADMISSIONS BY ADMISSION TYPE

We have used the following definitions for
admission type:

e An admission that is planned - following
surgery is one that the unit is aware of before the
surgery begins or one that could have been
delayed for 24 hours without risk (e.g. spinal
surgery).

e An admission that is unplanned - following
surgery is one that the unit was not aware of
before surgery began and one that could not
have been delayed without risk (e.g. bleeding
tonsillectomy).

e A planned - other admission is any other
planned admission that is not an emergency (e.g.
liver biopsy).

e An unplanned - other admission is one that
the unit was not expecting and is therefore an
emergency admission (e.g. status epilepticus).

Surgery is defined as undergoing all or part of a
procedure or anaesthesia for a procedure in an
operating theatre or anaesthetic room. Patients
admitted from the operating theatre where
surgery is not the main reason for admission (e.g.
a patient with a head injury who is admitted from
theatre after insertion of an ICP monitor) are not
included here. In such patients the main reason
for admission is head injury and thus the
admission type would be unplanned - other.

RETRIEVAL DATA

Data are collected on whether or not a child was
retrieved / transferred into the PICU. We have
used the following definitions:

e Own team identifies that the team from the
admitting hospital collected the child from the
referring hospital.
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. Other specialist team (PICU) identifies that
another PICU retrieval team transferred the child
to the admitting unit.

e Other specialist team (non PICU) identifies
that another transport team, not a PICU team
(e.g. Accident and Emergency Department (A&E),
theatre teams or neonatal teams), transferred
the child to the admitting unit.

e Non-specialist team identifies that a non-
PICU, non-specialist team transported the child
to the admitting unit. (e.g. ward staff).

VENTILATION STATUS

Length of ventilation has been calculated in days.
Any ventilation episode during the period
midnight to midnight was counted as one
complete day (e.g. a child intubated and
ventilated at 23.45 on 7 March and extubated at
02.30 on 8 March would count as two days of
ventilation). Intubation and extubation times are
not recorded in the PICANet dataset therefore
more precise ventilation duration times are not
available.

STANDARDISED MIORTALITY RATIOS

Tables and figures showing the standardised
mortality ratios for all units have been
reproduced from the National Report so that
table and figure numbering is consistent across
both reports. These tables include all patients
admitted to PICU regardless of age. These ratios
are calculated using the recalibrated PIM2,
described in the 2015 Annual Report.
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OVERVIEW OF THE SCOTTISH 2012-2014 DATA ANALYSIS

Here we provide an overview of the main findings from the Scottish report and demonstrate how
PICANet supports Quality Standard reporting.

Where table numbers are given in bold with the prefix SR they correspond to data shown in the Tables
and Figures section of the Scottish report.

Admissions

Between 2012 and 2014 4,404 admissions for children under 16 were recorded in the PICANet
dataset; 1,465 admissions in 2014. Of those 1,617 (37%) [SR Table 1] were for children under one year
of age at admission and a quarter of those were less than a month old at admission (405; 25%) [SR
Table 2]. Males made up a slightly higher percentage of admissions than females (2,444; 56% vs
1,959; 45%).

There is marked variation in case-mix between organisations measured by risk of mortality on
admission using the Paediatric Index of Mortality (PIM2) (Figure 1) with most organisations having a
range of between 80% and 40% of admissions falling in the <1% risk of mortality group [SR Table 11].
Much of this variation is explained by the geographical location of PICUs and whether onsite high
dependency care services are available.

Figure 1: Paediatric Index of Mortality (PIM2) expected risk of mortality group by health organisation,

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There is seasonal variation in the number of admissions to PICUs with higher admissions generally
seen in the winter months of November to January [SR Table 6]. This is mostly explained by the peak
in respiratory admissions during this period especially seen in those under 1 year of age [SR Figure 8].
Almost half of admissions are classified as either cardiovascular (873; 20%) or respiratory (1,244; 28%)
[SR Table 16]. Diagnosis patterns change with age (Figure 2) with respiratory the most common
reason for admission in under 1s (34%), 1-4 (33%) and 5-10 year olds (23%) and musculoskeletal in
those aged 11-15 (44%). There is a difference with the overall figures, in which the most common
reason for admission in under 1s is cardiovascular.

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As in previous years, almost half of the admissions to PICUs are unplanned with significant variation
by organisation [SR Table 13]. Diagnostic group varied by admission type [SR Tables 19-22] (Figure 3).
Nearly half (44%) of unplanned, non-surgical admissions had a respiratory diagnosis [SR Table 22].

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Interventions

Almost half of the children received invasive ventilation at some point during their admission in 2012-
2014 [SR Table 29]. Thirty five percent of children admitted to PICU receive invasive ventilation only,
with 6% receiving non-invasive ventilation only and 11% receiving both during their admission [SR
Table 30]. After ventilation, vasoactive drugs are the most commonly used intervention (21%) [SR
Table 29].

Bed activity and length of stay

In the three year period of this report, over 25,300 bed days of paediatric intensive care were
delivered by PICUs contributing data to PICANet, half of which were to children <1 year of age [SR
Table 33]. Forty percent of patients have a length of stay of less than 24 hours and a further 26% stay
between one and three days. Nearly sixteen percent of patients remain on the same PICU for seven or
more days [SR Table 40]. The PICS standard below relates to bed occupancy:

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Individual children

Four out of five children admitted to PICU in 2012-2014 had a single admission, multiple admissions
were most common in children with multisystem (24%) diagnosis on their first admission and least
common in those with musculoskeletal (7%) [SR Table 59]. These figures are different from the overall
figures, in which multiple admissions were most common in children with multisystem and
cardiovascular diagnoses on their first admission and least common in those that were admitted with
trauma.

Overview

As with the PICANet annual report across all countries, the Scottish report provides a rich dataset
which can be used to evaluate organisational performance against measurable standards. The
dataset is continually reviewed and developed leading to the collection of new data items and new
datasets. The recently developed ability for customised data collection allows PICANet to respond to
audits which are clinically relevant but where information may not be fully captured through the core
dataset or where additional data collection is needed at short notice, e.g. if extra information is
needed during a specific disease outbreak or public health emergency. PICANet is actively engaging
and collaborating with key stakeholders including clinicians, commissioners and families to collect
relevant and accurate information for the purposes of audit.
